Earlier in the day we visited the Derej
camp for internally displaced people. Derej
is on the outskirts of Nyala just off the road
to the airport, in the midst of desert land.
The “rainy” season had ended weeks ago
and the river beds, the wadi, were dry. The
people in Derej, mostly women and
children, had walked across the parched
terrain after their villages had been burned.

We met a woman whose father and
husband had been killed by the raiding
Janjaweed death squads. For 5 days she
trekked across a sea of sand with her 7
kids. Along the way her 4 year old died of
thirst. Still, she welcomed us with a warm,
effusive smile. The profundity of her
countenance was that she was not alone in
